Some years ago I had been on a tour of Central America.  On the trip I had stopped the van to take 
a photo of two girls pushing back the green scum on a hog pond to get the water to take to their 
home two kilometers away.  Eight kilometers down the road I took a photo of three girls pumping 
cool, clean water from a well Church World Service had drilled in a village.  It was a vivid contrast. 
 
I showed those two slides to a church group.  A lady came up and asked me, “What does a well 
cost?”  I told her it was about $1,000 where I was then working, in Dominican Republic.  She re-
plied,” I will send you a thousand dollar check tomorrow.  I have just retired from teaching, and had 
planned to go to Hawaii to celebrate.  I will lose my ‘down money’, but I think it is more important for 
me to stay home and think of people dinking clean water than it is for me to go to Hawaii.”  She sent 
the check and the well was drilled. 
 
We can do that.  We can look at the needs of others and balance those against our wants.  The 
price of this lady’s trip to Hawaii was that an entire village would go without potable water.  She was 
not willing to pay that price.   
• We can drink one less soft drink a day and put a Nicaraguan student through high school.   
• We can pass up buying another pair of shoes and feed 5 hungry children for a month.   
• We can pass up a cruise and enable a family living in a shack to build a decent house.   
• We can do that.  And things like that.
